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     Action Taken Report on Tree Plantation at Govt. College Satnali (10-07-2024) 

Government College Satnali organised a Tree Plantation Drive in connection with an event 

named “Ek Ped Maa ke Naam-A Tree in the Name of Mother” on 10th July 2024. This 

campaign was organised by the NSS Units of this college. The main purpose was to complete 

the planting of 50 saplings to promote not only environmental conservation and sustainability 

but also to provide a serene and peaceful atmosphere for our students, faculty, and staff. Dr. 

Dinesh Kumar (State NSS Officer) Department of Higher Education, Haryana was invited to 

be the chief guest of this event to promote the importance of planting trees. The tree planting 

program started around 11:00 a.m. The first tree was planted by the Principal Sh. Birender 

Singh and the chief guest in the NSS adopted park. The NSS volunteers of both units were 

given remaining saplings to plant in and around the college campus. 50 saplings of indigenous 

species viz Saraca asoca (Sita Ashok), Ficus religiosa (Peepal), Azadirachta indica (Neem), 

Syzygium cumini (Jamun), Mimusops elengi (Moulshree), Callistemon citrinus (Bottle Brush), 

Cassia fistula (Amaltas), Delonix regia (Gulmohar) were planted. After planting saplings, Dr. 

Dinesh Kumar gave a speech on why planting trees can prove to be beneficial for the 

environment. His speech included subjects like how human beings get ample oxygen because 

of trees and how cutting down trees mercilessly has impacted the environment adversely. He 

advised that if future generations wanted to enjoy Mother Earth’s resources and privileges, then 

it’s important that they plant and save trees. NSS Programme Officer, Dr. Shri Bhagwan said 

that the initiative launched by Hon’ble Prime Minister in Buddha Garden, New Delhi on World 

Environment Day shows his commitment towards nature and mother. He said that one has to 

take responsibility of planting a tree and to nurture it till it grows in full.  The principal advised 

to ensure the survival of all the saplings planted during the campaign and ended the event with 

a vote of thanks and appreciated the chief guest and the volunteers for their presence.
